Comments on the Baptism in the Holy Spirit


PROMISES OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN THE OLD TESTAMENT

There is so much controversy surrounding the Baptism in the Holy Spirit.  Let’s first take a look at some promises in the Old Testament concerning the Holy Spirit. Ezekiel prophesies that SALVATION ushers in the indwelling Spirit of God (Ezek 36:26).  He relates it more to the INWARD Spirit’s work in our sanctification, but does not mention the OUTWARD power to witness or signs and wonders as Joel does in the “outpouring” prophecy (Also quoted by Peter on Pentecost). These are two separate operations:  1) Initial indwelling at salvation for sanctification, 2) An outpouring for power. 

Ezek 36:26 ﻿A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.﻿ 27 ﻿And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.﻿ 28 ﻿And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers; and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God.

Joel 2:28 ﻿And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men shall see visions:﻿ 29 ﻿And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit.﻿ 30 ﻿And I will shew wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of smoke.﻿ 31 ﻿The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and the terrible day of the LORD come.﻿ 32 ﻿And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall call.﻿

RECEIVING THE BAPTISM OF THE HOLY SPIRIT BY FAITH

According to Luke, Jesus taught that we get some aspect of the Spirit by asking the father.  So we see that the Holy Spirit is something that we ask for and receive (in the baptism sense) by faith. Luke 11:13 is not referring to salvation because no where else in scripture are we told to pray for the Holy Spirit in order to become saved. Galatians 3:2 is also speaking of receiving the Spirit by faith.  Any study of faith will show that it is a belief to receive a specific outcome, in this case the Holy Spirit.  Therefore, these are not references to the accompanying measure of the indwelling Holy Spirit during salvation, but rather a specific faith to receive the Holy Spirit in a different measure.  God GIVES the Holy Spirit (makes available) to all believers (Acts 5:32), but we must RECEIVE.  God GAVE the land to the Israelites, but they had to receive (Possess) it.
Luke 11:13 ﻿If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?﻿ 

Gal 3:2  This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

Acts 5:32 We are his witnesses of these things; and so is also the Holy Ghost, whom God hath given to them that obey him.﻿
THE OPERATION OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN EVERY BELIEVER

Paul taught that the Spirit baptizes us into the church and seals us upon salvation.  He also wrote the most important verse on the subject, Romans 8:9, which tells us that anyone who is saved has the Holy Spirit. If you don’t have the Holy Spirit in you, you are not saved.  In fact, I’ll make the following statement:  If there is not a secondary experience in the Holy Spirit, then the Samaritans (Acts 8), Ephesian disciples (Acts 19), and Paul (Acts 9) were still HELL-BOUND, UNREGENERATE sinners until they had the Holy Spirit come into them in their second encounter, which involved the laying on of hands by an apostle.  This would be salvation by works – the works of someone having to lay their hands on you.  This can’t be true!!  All believers, upon getting saved, have a MEASURE of the Holy Spirit and His operation in convicting them to get saved (Jn 16:7-8,1 Cor 12:3), regenerating them (Jn 3:5-6), immersing them into the church (1 Cor 12:13), sealing them (Eph 1:13), assuring their salvation (Rom 8:16), sanctifying them (2 Cor 3:18), and leading them (Rom 8:14).  But there is a separate experience, as we have seen, in which a GIFT (ie. baptism in the Spirit) is given to someone with or without the laying on of hands.  Pentecost and Cornelius’ household did not involve the laying on of hands and could be labeled as inaugurations of the Jew and Gentile churches, respectively, along with the baptism in the Holy Spirit.  There are different measures of the Holy Spirit. For Jesus had the Spirit WITHOUT MEASURE (Jn 3:34), so we have it by measure; One measure at salvation; A different measure during the baptism in the Holy Spirit.  Elisha wanted a double portion of the Spirit that Elijah had (2 Kings 2:9).  God granted it, and it had nothing to do with his salvation, but was rather an empowering for service.  

﻿Rom 8:9﻿ But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His. 

Jn 16:7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.8  And when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment:

1 Cor 12:3 ﻿Wherefore I give you to understand, that no man speaking by the Spirit of God calleth Jesus accursed﻿a﻿: and that no man can say that Jesus is the Lord, but by the Holy Ghost.

Jn 3:5  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.6  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

1 Cor 12:13  For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.

Eph 1:13﻿ In Him you also trusted, after you heard ﻿the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, ﻿you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, ﻿14﻿ ﻿who ﻿is the ﻿guarantee of our inheritance ﻿﻿until the redemption of ﻿the purchased possession, ﻿to the praise of His glory.

Rom 8:16  The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:

2 Cor 3:18  But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord.

Rom 8:14  For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

THE PRE-PENTECOSTAL OPERATION OF THE SPIRIT IN THE DISCIPLES

According to Jesus, the disciples had the Holy Spirit “with them” but not in them.  He had not been glorified yet but the Holy Spirit was active with them.  One could argue that this is because the permanent indwelling ministry of the Spirit had not begun yet.  I have to say I agree with that.

Jn 14:17 ﻿Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.﻿

The Holy Spirit would not be “given” in any sense to the disciples until Jesus was glorified.  The below passage is referring to the day of Pentecost, and emphasizes that it is an outward flow of living water.  So this experience in the Holy Spirit is to empower us to reach out (Acts 1:8), while the salvation experience with the Holy Spirit is more of an emphasis of the living water flowing into us (John 4) for regeneration.

Jn 7:37 ﻿﻿﻿ In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink.﻿ 38 ﻿He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.﻿ 39 ﻿(But this spake he of the Spirit, which they that believe on him should receive: for the Holy Ghost was not yet given; because that Jesus was not yet glorified.)﻿

After His resurrection, Jesus was glorified, thus fulfilling the requirements in John 7:37-38 to allow the Holy Spirit’s ministry to begin in the disciples.  First He told them “Peace be unto you”.  Of course the disciples had to be saved in order to have peace with God.  Jesus never used this phrase prior to this.  Jesus also told them to “receive” the Holy Spirit and blew on them. Non-charismatic theologians try to say that this is just a command to receive the Spirit when it is outpoured at Pentecost;  a future command.  Since the tense of the word “receive” is aorist, we know that it is a single, punctiliar action, but the actual time is not very clear.  I believe this is the moment that regeneration occurred to the disciples; A present command to receive the Spirit RIGHT NOW as He blew on them.  This was their FIRST experience of the indwelling Spirit. All of the qualifications for scripture were met. They were clearly regenerated after Jesus said “Receive ye the Holy Ghost” in John 20:22 if you study their change of heart and desire to worship in the subsequent context of John 20 and Luke 24. Then we see a subsequent experience in Acts 2:2, the baptism in the Holy Spirit. 

Pre-Pentecost

Jn 20:22 ﻿And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost:﻿ 

Evidence of Regeneration and Indwelling Spirit

Ro 14:17  For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost.

Jn 20:26 then came Jesus, the doors being shut, and stood in the midst, and said, Peace be unto you.

Lk 24:52  they worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy 

1 Cor 2:12  Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.13  Which things also we speak, not in the words which man’s wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.14  But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

Lk 24:45 Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures

The Promise for Pentecost

Acts 1:3  To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God:4  And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which, saith he, ye have heard of me.5  For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.

Pentecost

Acts 2:2 ﻿And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.﻿ 3 ﻿And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.﻿ 4 ﻿And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.

THE PENTECOST EXPERIENCE – A DIFFERENT PURPOSE AND OPERATION

Acts 1:8 ﻿But ye shall receive power﻿, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

Peter, in describing the events at Cornelius’ household, corroborates Acts 1.  He confirms that the Holy Ghost “falling” happened once to the disciples at Pentecost. So the household of Cornelius experienced the baptism in the Holy immediately following salvation.  This is very possible even today.  It does not have to be a long time after salvation. 

Acts 11:15 ﻿And as I began to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, as on us at the beginning.﻿ 16 ﻿Then remembered I the word of the Lord, how that he said, John indeed baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost.﻿

We must also be aware that the baptism in the Holy Spirit has nothing to do with water baptism. Since one must be saved, and thus indwelt with the Holy Spirit, prior to getting baptized in water, the Ephesian case study proves that the baptism of the Holy Spirit is a subsequent experience, and does not occur during baptism in water (as is proven with Cornelius’ case study).


Cornelius’ household got baptized in the Holy Spirit prior to being baptized in the name of Jesus

Acts 10:47  Can any man forbid water, that these should not be baptized, which have received the Holy Ghost as well as we? 48  And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of the Lord. Then prayed they him to tarry certain days.


The Ephesian disciples got baptized in the name of Jesus prior to being baptized in the Holy Spirit

Acts 19:5  When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.

6  And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied.

JOEL’S PROPHECY FULFILLED

Peter explained the baptism in the Spirit as a fulfillment of Joel’s prophecy.  Signs, wonders, and people calling on the Lord are directly related to this outpouring.  He mentions that “whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved”.  This corroborates the fact that once the Holy Spirit pours out on the church to empower her, she will then preach the Gospel with demonstration of power and of the Spirit (1 Cor 2:4), and anyone who hears their message and calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.

Acts 2:15 ﻿For these are not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing it is but the third hour of the day.﻿ 16 ﻿But this is that which was spoken by the prophet Joel;﻿ 17 ﻿And it shall come to pass in the last days, saith God, I will pour out of my Spirit upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and your old men shall dream dreams:﻿ 18 ﻿And on my servants and on my handmaidens I will pour out in those days of my Spirit; and they shall prophesy:﻿ 19 ﻿And I will shew wonders in heaven above, and signs in the earth beneath; blood, and fire, and vapour of smoke:﻿ 20 ﻿The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before that great and notable day of the Lord come:﻿ 21 ﻿And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name of the Lord shall be saved.﻿
ANOTHER PROOF OF SEPARATE OPERATIONS

According to Luke and Matthew, Jesus is the one who baptizes us with the Holy Ghost, while Paul taught that baptism into the church is via the Holy Spirit’s operation.  These are two different events by two distinct persons of the Godhead.

Lk 3:16 John answered, saying unto them all, I indeed baptize you with water; but one mightier than I cometh, the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to unloose: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost and with fire:

Mat 3:11 ﻿I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire:﻿ 

﻿1 Cor 12:13 For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles﻿, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit. ﻿ 

THE PATTERN IN THE EARLY CHURCH

According to the book of Acts, the early church structure was Salvation 1st, Receive Holy Spirit 2nd.  The question is, “is receiving the Holy Spirit different than initial indwelling?”  Or “did these people who were already saved not have the Holy Spirit at all [ie unsaved (rom 8:9)] until the apostles came and laid hands on them?”  I have already proven that the latter is false. One must speculate to try to say that these separate events in Acts were special signs to groups of people to invite non-Jewish groups into the Kingdom of God (ie. Inaugurations). If that were the case, then why would Samaria and Cornelius’s household have the same experience.  Why would an individual have the same experience (Paul).  One would also have to speculate to try to say that later generations of salvations received the Spirit any differently than these listed.  Again, we must understand what Luke means to receive the “gift of the Holy Ghost” as compared to Paul’s indwelling of the Holy Spirit and filling of the Spirit.  Not all are interchangeable, though some may be.

﻿Acts 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.﻿ 39 ﻿For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as the Lord our God shall call.﻿

Acts 8:5 ﻿Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria, and preached Christ unto them.﻿ 6 ﻿And the people with one accord gave heed unto those things which Philip spake, hearing and seeing the miracles which he did.﻿ ………14 ﻿Now when the apostles which were at Jerusalem heard that Samaria had received the word of God, they sent unto them Peter and John:﻿ 15 ﻿Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost:﻿ 16 ﻿(For as yet he was fallen upon none of them: only they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.)﻿ 17 ﻿Then laid they their hands on them, and they received the Holy Ghost.﻿ 

Acts 9:4 ﻿And he fell to the earth, and heard a voice saying unto him, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me?﻿ 5 ﻿And he said, Who art thou, Lord? And the Lord said, I am Jesus whom thou persecutest: it is hard for thee to kick against the pricks.﻿ 6 ﻿And he trembling and astonished said, Lord, what wilt thou have me to do? ….17 ﻿And Ananias went his way, and entered into the house; and putting his hands on him said, Brother Saul, the Lord, even Jesus, that appeared unto thee in the way as thou camest, hath sent me, that thou mightest receive thy sight, and be filled with the Holy Ghost.﻿

Acts 19:1 ﻿And it came to pass, that, while Apollos was at Corinth, Paul having passed through the upper coasts came to Ephesus: and finding certain disciples,﻿ 2 ﻿He said unto them, Have ye received the Holy Ghost since ye believed? And they said unto him, We have not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Ghost. …. 6 ﻿And when Paul had laid his hands upon them, the Holy Ghost came on them; and they spake with tongues, and prophesied.﻿

Of course the people in the above passages were all saved upon initially believing.  Saul of Tarsus called Jesus Lord, seeking to obey Him, and Ananias called him “brother Saul”.  So Saul was saved before ever getting up off the road.  The Samaritans had “received the Word of God”, which is the criteria for being a child of God (John 1:12).  The Ephesians were already saved as well.  In all of these instances there was a SUBSEQUENT experience.  There is no reason to believe that it should be any different today. We should seek a subsequent experience for empowerment by faith and by the laying on of hands of a Spirit-filled church leader.  

Many theologians claim that the different people-groups had ONE-TIME submersions in the Holy Ghost as inaugurations of the church for each demographic mentioned in Acts 1:8  --  The Jerusalem (the 120 during Pentecost), Judea (??), Samaria, the uttermost parts of the earth (Cornelius’ house).  The problem is, only four demographics are mentioned in Acts 1:8, but I listed 5 Pentecost-type events – Pentecost (Acts 2), Samaria (Acts 8), Paul (Acts 9), Cornelius’ household (Acts 10), and the Ephesian Disciples (Acts 19).  If there was a ONE-TIME inauguration and outpouring of the Holy Spirit for the “uttermost parts of the earth” people, then the Ephesian disciples should not have needed a second experience.  It would have already happened when Cornelius’ household received the Spirit. There also would have been another account at Judea, which is mentioned nowhere.

ACCOUNTS OF BAPTISM OF THE HOLY SPIRIT IN THE OLD TESTAMENT

The New Testament model is not different from the Old Testament model, though in the Old Testament the baptism in the Holy Spirit only occurred to a limited number of people.  In Numbers 11, we see a “Pentecost” experience, and it is for empowerment for service because Moses’ burden was too big to handle.  Notice how they all prophesied.  They all prophesied and spoke with tongues in the New Testament occurrences.

Num 11:14  I am not able to bear all this people alone, because it is too heavy for me.15  And if thou deal thus with me, kill me, I pray thee, out of hand, if I have found favour in thy sight; and let me not see my wretchedness.16   And the LORD said unto Moses, Gather unto me seventy men of the elders of Israel, whom thou knowest to be the elders of the people, and officers over them; and bring them unto the tabernacle of the congregation, that they may stand there with thee.17  And I will come down and talk with thee there: and I will take of the spirit which is upon thee, and will put it upon them; and they shall bear the burden of the people with thee, that thou bear it not thyself alone.   … 24   And Moses went out, and told the people the words of the LORD, and gathered the seventy men of the elders of the people, and set them round about the tabernacle.25  And the LORD came down in a cloud, and spake unto him, and took of the spirit that was upon him, and gave it unto the seventy elders: and it came to pass, that, when the spirit rested upon them, they prophesied, and did not cease.

Many other Old Testament Verses show the “empowerment” by the Holy Spirit coming upon an individual. The Holy Spirit coming upon or “filling” a person in the Old Testament was to empower them to serve others.  None of these “fillings” had anything to do with the person’s initial belief in Jehovah (which was the point they would have been saved according to Genesis 15:6), but rather were an enduement with power to do MIRACULOUS SERVICE FOR GOD, including prophesy, amazing feats of strength and wisdom, or supernatural leadership.

Jud 3:10  And the Spirit of the LORD came upon him, and he judged Israel, and went out to war: and the LORD delivered Chushanrishathaim king of Mesopotamia into his hand; and his hand prevailed against Chushanrishathaim.

Jud 6:34  But the Spirit of the LORD came upon Gideon, and he blew a trumpet; and Abiezer was gathered after him.

Jud 14:6  And the Spirit of the LORD came mightily upon him, and he rent him as he would have rent a kid, and he had nothing in his hand: but he told not his father or his mother what he had done.

Jud 14:19  And the Spirit of the LORD came upon him, and he went down to Ashkelon, and slew thirty men of them, and took their spoil, and gave change of garments unto them which expounded the riddle. And his anger was kindled, and he went up to his father’s house.

Jud 15:14  And when he came unto Lehi, the Philistines shouted against him: and the Spirit of the LORD came mightily upon him, and the cords that were upon his arms became as flax that was burnt with fire, and his bands loosed from off his hands.

Ex 31:2  See, I have called by name Bezaleel the son of Uri, the son of Hur, of the tribe of Judah:3  And I have filled him with the spirit of God, in wisdom, and in understanding, and in knowledge, and in all manner of workmanship

Nu 27:18  And the LORD said unto Moses, Take thee Joshua the son of Nun, a man in whom is the spirit, and lay thine hand upon him;

1 Sam 10:6  And the Spirit of the LORD will come upon thee, and thou shalt prophesy with them, and shalt be turned into another man.7  And let it be, when these signs are come unto thee, that thou do as occasion serve thee; for God is with thee … 9 And it was so, that when he had turned his back to go from Samuel, God gave him another heart: and all those signs came to pass that day.10  And when they came thither to the hill, behold, a company of prophets met him; and the Spirit of God came upon him, and he prophesied among them.11  And it came to pass, when all that knew him beforetime saw that, behold, he prophesied among the prophets, then the people said one to another, What is this that is come unto the son of Kish? Is Saul also among the prophets?

2Ki 2:9  And it came to pass, when they were gone over, that Elijah said unto Elisha, Ask what I shall do for thee, before I be taken away from thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let a double portion of thy spirit be upon me.

JESUS’ BAPTISM OF THE SPIRIT

Jesus also had an enduement of power from the Holy Spirit, which occurred at His baptism (though I already showed that baptism is not when this always happens).  Jesus was then anointed by the Spirit to perform amazing miracles. Until this happened, there were no recorded miracles performed by Him.

Mat 3:16  And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him:

Acts 10:38  How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.

BEING FILLED WITH THE SPIRIT

Paul Speaks of a subsequent “Filling” of the Spirit (Present Tense Greek = “Be being filled”) that must continually occur. So even after the baptism in the Holy Spirit, a believer will have subsequent fillings.  Colossians 3:16 has parallel language, which tells us this process requires getting the Word of God in us constantly, and singing psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs to “one another” and “to the Lord”.

Eph 5:18﻿ And ﻿do not be drunk with wine, in which is dissipation; but be filled with the Spirit, ﻿19﻿ speaking to one another ﻿﻿in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making ﻿﻿melody in your heart to the Lord,

Col 3:16  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.

The disciples had subsequent experiences where they were filled with the Holy Spirit. These subsequent fillings would have to be distinct from the initial event at Pentecost. So being FILLED with the Spirit doesn’t just mean to read the Word constantly, although that fosters its manifestation.  Rather, it includes tangible experiences, which can include the place “shaking”, extreme boldness manifesting, and other gifts of the Spirit operating.

Acts 4:23 They (Peter and John) went to their own company, and reported all that the chief priests and elders had said unto them.﻿ 24 ﻿And when they heard that, they lifted up their voice to God with one accord,  …. 31 ﻿And when they had prayed, the place was shaken where they were assembled together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spake the word of God with boldness.﻿
