Notes for a Jewish Person

You said you just ask for forgiveness everyday. This verse (in the Jewish Bible) shows that blood must be shed for atonement.  Asking for forgiveness isn’t enough:

Leviticus 17:11  For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul.

The blood of bulls and goats isn’t what really saved people either:

Isaiah 1:11  To what purpose is the multitude of your sacrifices unto me? saith the LORD: I am full of the burnt offerings of rams, and the fat of fed beasts; and I delight not in the blood of bullocks, or of lambs, or of he goats.

Righteousness came through trusting God’s promise to Abraham:

Genesis 15:4  And, behold, the word of the LORD came unto him [Abraham], saying, This shall not be thine heir; but he that shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall be thine heir.5  And he brought him forth abroad, and said, Look now toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able to number them: and he said unto him, So shall thy seed be.6  And he believed in the LORD; and he counted it to him for righteousness.

This promise culminated in Christ, who was the seed of Abraham:

Mt 1:1  The book of the generation of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham.

So Christ died for Abraham and for us.  Abraham looked forward to Christ and believed (and was righteous), we look back and Christ and believe.  So the Law (Pentateuch) was not given to save us, because we can not perform all 613 laws.  If righteousness were based on the law we would be cursed since God expects us to keep “ALL” the law:

Deut 6:17  Ye shall diligently keep the commandments of the LORD your God, and his testimonies, and his statutes, which he hath commanded thee. 

(This verse is right after the giving of the 10 commandments, which we have all broken – ever told a lie? Dishonored your parents? Coveted?)

Deut 6:24  And the LORD commanded us to do all these statutes, to fear the LORD our God, for our good always, that he might preserve us alive, as it is at this day. 25  And it shall be our righteousness, if we observe to do all these commandments before the LORD our God, as he hath commanded us. 
 

Deut 28:15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe to do all his commandments and his statutes which I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon thee, and overtake thee

No one has kept “all these commandments before the Lord our God”.  This law was given as a means to show Israel they were sinners, thus pointing them to God’s provided messiah.  He then provided that Messiah 2000 years ago. There are over 300 prophecies in the Hebrew Old Testament that were fulfilled in Christ (go to http://www.messiahrevealed.org/index.html). 
 

Please read Isaiah 53 and ponder over it.  This was written 200 years before Christ was even born, and a complete scroll of Isaiah was found in the Dead Sea Scrolls. Who is this suffering servant in this book?  Clearly it is speaking of Christ.  

ISAIAH 53 key verses:

7  He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.

6  All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

11  He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities.

12  Therefore will I divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

So you don’t need to go to the New Testament to find the Good News.  There it is right there.  Christ bore your sin.  He is the Passover lamb for all time.  Please consider the following:

John 3:17  For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved.18  He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God.

John 8:42  Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me.

Jesus said that He was the Messiah.  So if you don’t believe this, then you can’t consider him a prophet.  You would have to call him a liar.  He is either the Lord, a liar, or a lunatic.  If you truly seek Jehovah’s will, you will find that He sent Christ to save you from your sins.  All you need to do is truly repent and then trust with all your heart Christ as your Lord and Savior (Rom 10:9). Christianity is not a new religion, but it is Judaism fulfilled.
