2 Reasons We Must Believe the New Testament Is True

1) We Must Accept The New Testament Because Jesus Promised An Inerrant New Testament

Jn 14:26  “But the Comforter, [which is] the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.”

Jn 16:12-15 “ I have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now. Howbeit when He, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, [that] shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew [it] unto you. All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew [it] unto you.” 

2) The Rules For Determining The Reliability Of Any Ancient Book Show The Reliability Of the New Testament.

What is your reasoning for trusting the Old Testament scriptures? The same logic must be used to evaluate the reliability of the New Testament scriptures.  If the logic is consistent, you must accept the New Testament or reject the Old Testament.  You can’t accept one by blind faith and reject the other.  The New Testament has much more provable evidence than even the Old Testament, including:

a) ACCURATE EYEWITNESS EVIDENCE:  We have non-Biblical accounts of two people who were both students of John (the apostle) that independently contain in their writings the very fact that Matthew the tax collector (and apostle) wrote Matthew; John Mark, an associate of Peter (an apostle), wrote Mark; and Luke, a physician on St. Paul’s journeys, wrote Luke.  These two students were Polycarp of Smyrna and Pipies, the Bishop of Herapylus.  Modern Archaeology has also proven the Gospel writers to be very accurate when they reference people, places, and events. If the New Testament, which proclaimed that Jesus rose from the dead, were not true, skeptics would have refuted it in the time frame of its circulation.  It was being circulated within the same generation as Christ’s life.  

b) WRITTEN VERY CLOSE TO THE ACTUAL EVENTS: Recent scholarship in manuscript reliability and textual criticism now places the gospels at 30 to 50 years after Jesus.  This is based on the fact that Acts ends abruptly with Paul in Prison with no mention of his death.  We know that Paul died in 66 AD, so that place the book of Acts around that time frame.  That would explain the abrupt ending.  Acts is Luke’s second writing.  So Luke would have been written a couple of years prior to that.  Luke borrows certain ideas from the book of Mark.  So Mark, the earliest written book of the New Testament, would have been written even earlier than Luke, probably ~60 A.D.  We are not dealing with legendary writings here but writings that actually span back nearly to the time of the events

c) VAST NUMBER OF PURE MANUSCRIPTS:  There are over 24,000+ New Testament manuscripts in various languages.  The earliest papyrus (early writing material) fragment of the New Testament was a fragment of the Book of John, found in Egypt dating to the end of the first century, within 50 years of Jesus’ life. All of the manuscripts are 99.5% pure, or free from differences, other than minor spelling differences.

d) EXTREME ACCURACY OF HISTORICAL EVENTS:  “The writers did record reliable history. External evidence from non-Christian writers and archeology almost always confirm this. Wherever the Gospels can be checked for accuracy against external evidence, they have passed the test. That's why scholar F.F. Bruce has said "Archaeology has served to confirm the New Testament record." The renowned Jewish archaeologist Nelson Gluek has said ‘It...may be stated categorically that no archaeological discovery has ever controverted a biblical reference’ Sir William Ramsey, regarded as one of the greatest archaeologists to ever live, first thought that the book of Acts was not a trustworthy account. But after observing the intricate accuracy of the book through his research on the history of Asia minor, he was forced to conclude that ‘Luke is a historian of the first rank...this author should be placed along with the very greatest of historians.’ Liberal scholars used to argue that a town named Nazareth didn't exist at the time of Jesus, until archeology of the last few decades confirmed its existence. The Gospel's portrayals of the temple, Pilate's court, Jesus' crown of thorns, and the mode of His execution have all also been confirmed. The list could go on and on.” (“Can we Trust the New Testament?”, Matt Perman)

The Prophecy By Daniel Of The Coming Holy One (Messiah):

DA 9:25 "Know and understand this: From the issuing of the decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until the Anointed One, the ruler, comes, there will be seven ‘sevens,’ and sixty-two ’sevens.’  (NIV)

Da 9:25 And thou dost know, and dost consider wisely, from the going forth of the word to restore and to build Jerusalem till Messiah the Leader [is] seven weeks, and sixty and two weeks  (Young’s Literal Translation)

Da 9:25 Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks  (KJV)

This is telling us to expect the Messiah, who is also the Anointed One, to come 483 years (7*7 + 62*7 = 483) from the issuing of the decree to rebuild Jerusalem.  There are 4 different decrees issued in the Bible within almost 100 years of each other. Which one do we use? The logical choice is the decree of Artaxerxes to Nehemiah (Nehemiah 2:1-8). Why use this one? Because it is the only decree that mentions rebuilding the walls of Jerusalem. 

The prophetic scriptures clearly use 360-day Babylonian years (30 days/month).  Ctesias wrote that the walls of Babylon were 360 furlongs in compass, ‘as many as there had been days in the year’.  The Genesis account of the flood in the days of Noah illustrated this 360-day year by recording the 150-day interval till the waters abated from the earth. The 150 days began on the seventeenth day of the second month, and ended on the seventeenth day of the seventh month (Genesis 7:11,24 and 8:3-4). In Other words, the five months consisted of thirty days each; therefore, twelve months would equal 360 days (12 x 30 = 360 days). The book of Esther (1: 4) indicates the same 360-day length of year by recording the six-month-long feast of Xerxes as continuing exactly 180 days. 

So, then we do the following conversion to days:  483 Years * 360 days = 173,880 Days
The Issuing Of The Decree To Rebuild Jerusalem:

NE 2:1 In the month of Nisan in the twentieth year of King Artaxerxes, when wine was brought for him, I took the wine and gave it to the king. I had not been sad in his presence before; 2 so the king asked me, "Why does your face look so sad when you are not ill? This can be nothing but sadness of heart."  I was very much afraid, 3 but I said to the king, "May the king live forever! Why should my face not look sad when the city where my fathers are buried lies in ruins, and its gates have been destroyed by fire?" 4 The king said to me, "What is it you want?" Then I prayed to the God of heaven, 5 and I answered the king, "If it pleases the king and if your servant has found favor in his sight, let him send me to the city in Judah where my fathers are buried so that I can rebuild it." 6 Then the king, with the queen sitting beside him, asked me, "How long will your journey take, and when will you get back?" It pleased the king to send me; so I set a time.7 I also said to him, "If it pleases the king, may I have letters to the governors of Trans-Euphrates, so that they will provide me safe-conduct until I arrive in Judah? 8 And may I have a letter to Asaph, keeper of the king's forest, so he will give me timber to make beams for the gates of the citadel by the temple and for the city wall and for the residence I will occupy?" And because the gracious hand of my God was upon me, the king granted my requests.

When Was The Twentieth Year Of King Artaxerxes’ Reign?  

King Artaxerxes ascended to the throne in 465 BC. This is supported by the academic world in the following works:  The Cambridge History of Judaism and A Political History of the Achaemenid Empire and is also stated in the Encyclopedia Britannica, (1990 ed.). So the twentieth year of his reign would have been  ~ 445 BC (Gregorian Calendar).  

What Is Our Calendar’s Equivalent Time Frame Of The Month Of Nisan In The Year 445 BC?  

“The first day of Nisan in 445 B.C. corresponds to the 14th day of March. These dates were confirmed through astronomical calculations at the British Royal Observatory and reported by Sir Robert Anderson (Robert Anderson, "The Coming Prince", Kregel. Reprinted in 1984.).”1
In the Hebrew tradition, normally if the day of the month is omitted, we can assume the text is speaking of the first day of Nisan.  This is equivalent to March 14th, 445 BC.

When Did Jesus Ride Into Jerusalem On The Donkey As The King Of The Jews?

“In the Gospel of Luke, chapter three, it states that in the 15th year of the reign of Caesar Tiberius, Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist and began his ministry. It is well established that the reign of Caesar Tiberius (The Encyclopedia Britannica, 1990. Micropedia) began with his coronation on August 19th in the year A.D. 14. Most scholars believe Jesus was baptized in the fall season. It therefore follows that the ministry of Jesus started with his baptism in the fall of A.D. 28, the 15th year of reign of Caesar Tiberius (The day that a Roman ruler ascends the throne begins his first year.). The ministry of Jesus spanned four Passovers or about three and one half years.” 1
“The first Passover of Jesus' ministry would have been in the Spring of A.D. 29. The fourth Passover of His ministry was the day of his crucifixion and would have fallen in the year A.D. 32. The Passover in that year fell on April 10th (The Passover holiday always occurs on the 14th day of Nisan in the Hebrew calendar. This corresponds to the first full moon after the spring equinox.). Remarkably, according to Robert Anderson and the British Royal Observatory, the Sunday before that Passover was April 6th” 1
The Sunday preceding Jesus’ crucifixion was what Christians call Palm Sunday, when he rode into Jerusalem on a donkey as the King of the Jews, while the people laid Palm branches down and shouted, “Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord! Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!”(Luke 19:37-38).  This exact event was prophesied in Zechariah 9:9:

“ Rejoice greatly, O Daughter of Zion! Shout, Daughter of Jerusalem! See, your king comes to you,

    righteous and having salvation, gentle and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey.”

The Messiah had presented himself as King on April 6th A.D.32. What a miraculous fulfillment!!

1 Info from Chuck Missler, in his Book "The Creator Beyond Time and Space"

Could Luke Have Chosen The 15th Year Of The Reign Of Tiberius And The Fourth Passover Just To Make The Gospel Account Fit The Prophecy?

Absolutely not!  We have too much corroborating evidence that Jesus did in fact die during Passover during the reign of Tiberius.  Luke, an accurate historian, recorded real history.

The fact that Jesus died during the reign of Tiberius is corroborated by Tacitus, a Roman government official and historian who considered Christianity a pernicious superstition, in his Annals of Imperial Rome:  “They had their denomination from Christus [Christ], who in the reign of Tiberius was put to death as a criminal by the procurator Pontius Pilate.”

In the Babylonian Talmud there are numerous references to the historical existence of Jesus. In the tractate Sanhedrin, 43A, there is a fascinating historical reference to Jesus and His crucifixion.  

"It has been taught on the eve of the Passover they hanged Yeshua (Jesus). And an announcer went out in front of him for forty days saying, 'He is going to be stoned because He practiced sorcery and enticed and led Israel astray. Anyone who knows anything in his favor, let him come and plead in his behalf.' But, not having found anything in his favor, they hanged him on the eve of the Passover."  

So Does April 6th 32 AD Match The Prophesied Date?

let’s do the math ourselves:

For ease, lets calculate the years between March 14th 445 BC and March 14th 32 AD = 445+32–1= 476

[We subtracted 1 because the AD portion of our calendar begins directly with one (0 is missing).]

Converting to days now, we get:  476 * 365 = 173,740

Now figure out the leap years:  476/4 = 119

If you do a little research, you’ll quickly find that our calendar’s usage of 365.25 days per year (1 leap day per four years) is quite convenient, but nevertheless not exactly accurate with astronomy.  The true year is 365.2422 days long. This small difference needs to be made up for. According to Harlan Roedel, in his article Look out for leap year: Not every four years can be a leap year, “Removing one leap-day per century brings the calendar down to 365.2400 days, so century years are generally not leap years. Adding back century years divisible by 400 makes the year length 365.2425 days long, close enough to the Earth's orbital period that the error is less than one day in 3,300 years. So the year 2000 will be a leap year. The next century year that will be a leap year is 2400.”
So based on this fact, in this period of 476 years only one century year occurs as a leap year. So  we must subtract 3 days from our leap year calculation:  119 – 3 =116

So far we have: 173,740 + 116 = 173,856

Now let’s add in the 24 days between March 14th and April 6th (Since we went from March 14th to March 14th):  173,856 + 24 = 173,880
Wow!! God is awesome.  Jesus Christ is in fact the promised Messiah.  There is no way to deny this.  Another easy way to verify the number of days is to log onto a date calculator website, such as http://www.csgnetwork.com/juliandaydate.html, to get the number of days that have occurred between March 14th, 445 BC and April 6th, 32 AD. The results may vary by a day or two due to the error between our 365.25-day year and the actual astronomical 365.2422-day year, which forces leap year deletions on century years indivisible by four.

More Awesome Prophetic Fulfillment In Daniel 9:24-27

Continuing on in the Daniel 9 passage with verses 26 and 27 we find the following awesome prophecies that were fulfilled.

Dan 9:26 After the sixty-two `sevens,' the Anointed One will be cut off and will have nothing. The people of the ruler who will come will destroy the city and the sanctuary.
The rest of this passage shows us that the Messiah was “cut-off”.  We know this is true of Jesus.  Upon His crucifixion, “he was cut off from the land of the living; for the transgression of my people he was stricken.” (Isa 53:8).  We next see the prophecy of the destruction of the city and sanctuary.  This happened shortly after Jesus’ death.  Roman General Titus destroyed the city in 70 AD.  Josephus describes the incident in detail in "The History Of The Destruction Of Jerusalem".  Jesus also prophesied the destruction would occur in Luke 19:41-44:

“As He approached Jerusalem and saw the city, he wept over it and said, "If you, even you, had only known on this day what would bring you peace--but now it is hidden from your eyes. The days will come upon you when your enemies will build an embankment against you and encircle you and hem you in on every side. They will dash you to the ground, you and the children within your walls. They will not leave one stone on another, because you did not recognize the time of God's coming to you.”

Could Somebody Have Added The Daniel Prophecy In Later?  

No, the book of Daniel was translated into Greek (the Septuagint) nearly three centuries before Jesus was even born. Original copies exist today. The Book of Daniel is actually one of the most authenticated books of the Old Testament, historically and archaeologically. The next section discusses the Septuagint.

The Septuagint

Some Jews may say the Tanakh shows that the newer translations have problems.  There is no problem with the King James translation of Daniel 9:24 – 26 in light of some of the additional information below. Clearly The Septuagint is consistent with the 1100 AD Hebrew Scriptures used for the King James Version. See the Translation of the Septuagint by Sir Lancelot Brenton (1807 – 1862):
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Dead Sea Scrolls

The Daniel 9:24-27 portion of the Daniel text was found in cave 6 (6Q7) Along with the Damascus Rule, an ancient commentary. (M. Baillet, DJD III, 114-116, pl. XXIII. Remains of a copy of Daniel).  The 1100 AD Hebrew scriptures line up accurately to the Dead Sea Scrolls.

The Church of God’s Analysis of the Damascus Rule:

“The term Messiah means anointed one and there is more than one anointed one within the Bible. The term Christ is a Greek form for anointed one. The Hebrews held at the time of Christ that the Messiah would be of two forms, the Messiah of Aaron and the Messiah of Israel. From the Dead Sea scrolls it seems that they understood from this, that the Messiah would first appear as the Messiah of Aaron. He would return as the King Messiah of Israel. There seems little doubt from the Damascus Rule (VII and the fragment from Cave IV) that they are one being and the King Messiah of Israel is preceded by a prophet according to the Community Rule IX (Geza Vermes, The Dead Sea Scrolls in English Penguin, 2nd ed. 1985, pp. 48-49)” - Church of God

Ancient Rabbi’s and Daniel 9:24-27

" 1a. Maimonides (Rabbi Moses Ben Maimon): "Daniel has elucidated to us the knowledge of the end times. However, since they are secret, the wise [rabbis] have barred the calculation of the days of Messiah’s coming so that the untutored populace will not be led astray when they see that the End Times have already come but there is no sign of the Messiah" (Igeret Teiman, Chapter 3 p.24.) " 

" 1b. Rabbi Moses Abraham Levi: "I have examined and searched all the Holy Scriptures and have not found the time for the coming of Messiah clearly fixed, except in the words of Gabriel to the prophet Daniel, which are written in the 9th chapter of the prophecy of Daniel (The Messiah of the Targums, Talmuds and Rabbinical Writers, 1971) p.141-142 (These two quotes were taken from The Creator Beyond Time and Space by Mark Eastman, M.D. and Chuck Missler (The Word for Today, 1996)). " 

Maimonides of course was a Judaist, not a Christian, and so from his point of view, the prophecy had not yet been fulfilled. And that would account for his comments about calculating the Messiah's arrival.  He was not interpreting that scripture as referring to any earthly king, but rather the coming Messiah.  If Jesus was not the Messiah, then who was?  Someone must have been or the prophecy is wrong.
Prophetic 360-day years proved 

Some Jews may say that the Jewish calendar added an extra month every 3 years – If this is truly the case in prophetic scripture, then the year of the ancient calendar would exactly match the modern calendar, thus the Daniel prophecy would have meant 483 years (not 476). This would put Christ at 38 AD.  The problem with applying this principle to the prophetic scriptures is the fact that it does not line up with the Biblical usage of prophetic years.  We must systematically look at what type of years were used in prophecy specifically, whether it lines up with the calendar conventions of the times or not. So let’s check other passages to see what methodology used.  We can also use New Testament passages, even if you don’t agree with the New Testament.  The writers would have still used the correct Prophetic Calendar as the Old Testament writings, since the New Testament, as any Torahist or Jew would agree, is very consistent with teachings in the Old Testament. Look at the following three scriptures which all pertain to the 3 ½ year tribulation.

Rev. 12:6 

And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a place prepared of God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred and threescore days. (1260 days)

Rev. 12:13-14 

And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the woman which brought forth the man child. 14And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent.  (3 ½ Years)

Daniel 12:7 

And I heard the man clothed in linen, which was upon the waters of the river, when he held up his right hand and his left hand unto heaven, and sware by him that liveth for ever that it shall be for a time, times, and an half; and when he shall have accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished.  (3 ½ Years)

Daniel 9:27 

And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.  (Middle of a 7 day week = Middle of 7 years = 3 ½ Years)

Rev. 13:5 

And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.  (42 Months)

These set of scriptures from the Old and New Testaments speak of the 3 ½ year tribulation.  Do the math:  3 ½ Years = 42 months / 1260 days = 30 days/month.

Another definite indicator of the 360-day prophetic year is the prophecy and fulfillment of Israel’s rebirth as a nation in May of 1948.  Jeremiah 25:11 foretells the 70 year captivity of Israel in Babylon: “This whole country will become a desolate wasteland, and these nations will serve the king of Babylon seventy years.”  The Babylonian army, did, in fact, conquer Israel and detain them for 70 years.  However, the revelation looked much further into the future.  Ezekiel 4:3-6 tells us, “390 days you [House of Israel] shall bear the iniquity of the House of Israel.  Then you shall bear the iniquity of Judah 40 days. I have laid on you a day for each year.”  So the total foretold punishment is: 390 + 40 = 430 years.  In history, we find that only a remnant of the Israelites chose to leave their homes in Babylon to travel 600 miles back to their destroyed colony.  The rest stayed in the Persian Empire.  In addition, the ones who did return (Ezra 1:3) were of little faith.  Therefore, the 70 years were just the beginning of the 430 years they would continue to be punished. Therefore, 430 - 70 = 360 years of punishment remaining.  Many remained in modern day Iraq, Iran, and Afghanistan.  Looking back at Leviticus 26:25-28, we see that God told them, “If in spite of this you still do not listen to me but continue to be hostile toward me, then in my anger I will be hostile toward you, and I myself will punish you for your sins seven times over."  So, 360 * 7= 2520 Biblical years.  As punishment God said, “I will scatter you among the nations and will draw out my sword and pursue you. Your land will be laid waste, and your cities will lie in ruins” (Lev 26:33). Using 360 day prophetic year, we convert back to calendar years as follows:  2520 * 360 days / 365.25 days = 2483.8 Calendar Days.  Therefore looking at the final math, we get the following results:   

2483.8 (Days of punishment remaining) – 536.4 (Spring of 536 BC return from Babylon) + 1 (Year adjust since no year 0 between 1 BC and 1 AD)  = 1948.4 = May 15, 1948

Amazingly, Israel proclaimed itself an independent state on this exact date.  The British Mandate officially ended, making it possible.   Calendar years during Biblical times did come in two lengths with three different names. Years were either 360 days or 390 days, 12 or 13 months. The long years fall on the Sabbath and Jubilee years within a 50-year cycle.  I am not disputing this, in terms of their calendar.  But God doesn’t always operate on our standards.  His ways are higher than ours.  Prophetic years are 360-day years.  Why?  That’s what God chose to use in prophetic passages.
To “Cut-Off” – Proper Exegesis

As for the Word Karath – It can mean to cut a covenant (make a covenant) or to destroy, cut off, etc.  But it can’t mean both simultaneously.  The Strong’s concordance shows possible single meanings but never tells you to assume two of the meanings at once.  Some skeptics try to use two meanings at once, saying that it means the breaking or destruction of a covenant.  That is bad exegesis.  The word Karath in Daniel 9:25 is a verb applied to the noun “Anointed one”.  So the Anointed One will be cut off, destroyed, or cut away, similar to the cutting off of Israel in Ezekiel 14:13, when God tells Ezekiel He will cut off the men and beasts from the land.  Jesus Christ was cut off from the land of the living between the time of His death on the cross and His resurrection, as stated in Isaiah 55. He became sin for us and suffered our penalty.  What was the penalty due us?  Proverbs 2:22 (KJV) tells us, “the wicked shall be cut off (Karath) from the earth, and the transgressors shall be rooted out of it.” Are we wicked without Christ?  Yes.  “There is none righteous, not one”
